Dear members of From the Heart, 
 
First of all, a huge thank you to all of you for helping us to not only  
meet but to exceed 100,000 items donated to those in need. Many, 
many people have benefited from your kindness and generous gifts 
of time and effort. 
 
Many of you may not know that some of our volunteers labor to 
keep a record-keeping of our inventory in the event we are called to 
account as a 501(c)(3), non-profit charitable organization. For this 
reason, it is important that our yarn donated/purchased, yarn taken 
out by members, and completed items returned, remain in the 
same ‘ball-park’. 
 
In this regard, there is a matter which needs to be brought to 
everyone’s attention and that is that our yarn records continue to 
show a discrepancy.   
 
This could be happening for many reasons and, so, we are taking 
this opportunity to remind everyone of the procedure we are 
required to maintain in keeping our records straight should we be 
called on to explain what/why From the Heart does.

Part of the process of keeping things straight is, simply, the 
accounting of what comes in and what goes out of the shop. To 
make this as simple as possible for our members we ask that, 
  

a) Each member or group who is a ‘regular’ at the shop has  
an index card in the box at the shop (in the case of groups,  
a sheet is kept in a three ring binder) 

b) Each member or group who donates yarn/other supplies 
record their donation (receipts for donations are available 
upon request) 

c) Each member or group who takes yarn/other supplies from 
the shop record that 

d) Each member or group who returns items completed with 
shop yarn record that on their record (no receipts are given 
for these items) 

e) Each member who borrows ‘other supplies’ (books, needles, 
etc.) record the return of these items 

Therefore, we are asking for your help by following the steps listed 
above.  Although it might sound like a lot, please be aware that the 
Shop-keepers are there to help you and are only too pleased to do 
so.   
 
If any of you do not have an index card/record sheet at the shop, 
please ask a shop-keeper next time you visit and you will be helped 
to fill one out.  The cards only contain a name, phone number (if 
you wish to give it) and a record of what you take out/bring in to the 
shop.  Just to reassure anyone who might be concerned, under no 
circumstances does From the Heart share this information with 
anyone – it is only to help us maintain correct records.
